On Thursday 24th March, a group of bleary eyed yet committed Year 12 and 13
Psychology students headed to London at 6am to attend a very interesting, informative
and exciting conference in the magnificent Emmanuel Centre led by a world renowned
psychologist. The highlight of the trip was to listen to Dr Philip Zimbardo who in 1973
conducted one of the most unethical psychological studies of all time.

University students volunteered to take part in his study of prison life. They were
randomly split into guards and prisoners whilst the psychologists sat back and observed!
The distress that the guards caused was totally unexpected resulting in a 2 week
experiment being stopped after just 6 days!
